STATUTES OF THE CIVIC ASSOCIATION

BASIC PROVISIONS

1.1.
 The Association Society for Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing (hereafter „SFDP“ or 
              „Association”) is a voluntary civic association with a nation-wide competence founded
               according to “Law on Civic Associations” No. 83/1990 Col. of 23 March 1990.

Name of the association:  Society for  Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing.

MISSION AND PROGRAM OBJECTIVES OF THE SFDP
2.1.
Mission of the SFDP is to bring together people interested in development of
              photogrammetry and remote sensing, in education and training of professionals, in
              development of operational practice including applications in this area.

2.2.
Program objectives of the SFDP:

             2.2.1.
to organize national and regional conferences, workshops, refresher courses and
                            similar activities for the widest possible range of experts and interested people, to
                            organize discussion seminars on individual problems and wider thematic issues for all 

                            SFDP members,

            2.2.2.      to establish and coordinate contacts with foreign and international bodies 
                            especially with the International Society for Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing
                            (hereafter  ISPRS),

           2.2.3.
to ensure the representation in the ISPRS permanent technical commissions and
                              working groups by national reporters,

           2.2.4.
to disseminate information obtained from international contacts and its
                            own activities to members of the SFDP and to wide professional community, to
                            bodies of state administration, subjects of private sphere and other subjects in the
                            Czech Republic as well,

           2.2.5.      to collaborate with other social organizations in the Czech Republic having any
                           relationship to science of photogrammetry and remote sensing.

2.3.
Another SFDP aim is to stimulate the development and cultivating the science of
               photogrammetry and remote sensing and to inspire a thirst for knowledge and enjoyment of
               it, to disseminate scientific knowledge, to support the increase of education level, and a
               creative, rational and human responsible social environment in the Czech Republic.
3.
MEMBERSHIP IN THE SFDP

3.1.        Any one (i.e. individual or legal person) can become a member of the SFDP on request when
               agrees with the Statutes. Honorary members can become those members who have made in
               their lifelong work a distinctive and creative contribution to development of
               photogrammetry and remote sensing. Total number of the SFDP members shall not exceed 
               40, unless the Plenary Session decides otherwise.

3.2.
Applicants for membership must deliver written application for membership. to the Standing
              Committee. The Standing Committee will discuss the application for membership at the latest
              within three months from the date of the application delivery and decides whether to adopt
              or reject the application. If the Standing Committee rejects the application, the applicant will
              not become a member of the SFDP and he/she is entitled to submit a new application not
              earlier than one year after receiving the Standing Committee‘s decision about the application
              rejection.

3.3.
When approving the application the Standing Committee can decide whether applicant for
               membership will have a certain period without voting rights at the plenary session 

               (maximum 5 years from the date of becoming member). If such a member without voting 

                rights attends the plenary session his/her participation is not decisive for the voting quorum 

               (he/she is therefore considered as not having been present).

3.4.
Simultaneously with the decision about the approval of the application the Standing
              Committee sets the deadline by which the candidate must pay the membership fee. On 
              payment of the membership fee the candidate becomes a member of the SFDP.

3.5.
Membership in the SFDP expires by member’s death, by loss or restriction of member’s legal
              capacity performance, by retiring from the SFDP, by his/her exclusion or non-payment of
              membership fee.     

3.6.
The Standing Committee can expel a member of the Association if he/she has been lawfully
               sentenced for an intentional criminal act against the Association, or for an intentional
               property offence, or if the member of the Association harms or violates good reputation or
               dignity of the Association, or otherwise dishonours the Association in the public.

3.7.
A member of the Association has the right to withdraw from the Association upon written
               request delivered to the Standing Committee. The membership terminates on the day of the
               request receipt by the Standing Committee.

3.8.
Each member shall pay the annual membership fee (for every commenced year of his/her 
              membership). Amount of the individual membership fee (individual member) and collective
              member (legal person) is set by the Management Rules of the SFDP annexed to the Statutes.

3.9.
If a member of the Association is in default in payment of the membership fee for more than
              1 calendar month his/her membership ceased to exist. If the member pays the delayed fee by
              the end of the calendar year and the Standing Committee agrees the membership of such a 
              member will be renewed starting the first day of the following calendar year. 
3.10.
The members may sponsor activities of the SFDP by exceptional contributions. The amount
               and use of contributions will be determined by agreement ad hoc between the donor and
               the Standing Committee.

3.11.
Standing Committee maintains a list of all members of the SFDP.
4.
ORGANS OF THE SFDP

4.1.
The supreme organ of the SFDP is Plenary Session consisting of members of the Association.

4.2.
Member of the Association has the right to participate at the Plenary Session, to vote, to
               ask questions and to get explanation of questions relating to the Association, if such an
               explanation is necessary to assess the subject on the agenda of the Plenary Session. 

4.3.
Member of the Association attends Plenary Session in person or being represented by a
              written proxy. Each member has 1 vote.

4.4.
The Plenary Session: 
              4.4.1.
decides on changes of the Statutes,

             4.4.2.
decides on the appointment or dismissal of members of the Standing Committee,

            4.4.3.
decides on election and calling off the Auditor,

            4.4.4.
discusses and approves general activity plans of the SFDP, 
            4.4.5.
discusses and approves reports on management and Auditor’ reports, 

           4.4.6.
decides on dissolving of the SFDP.

4.5.
The Plenary Session decides by a majority vote of members present. The Plenary Session can
               take decisions regardless of the number of members present.

4.6.
The Plenary Sessions are held at least once in 2 years. Plenary Sessions are convened by the
               Standing Committee.

4.7.
The Standing Committee shall send 15 days prior to the Plenary Session invitations by e-mail
               to all the SFDP members to addresses notified by the members (or to the last known address
               of the members). At the same time the invitation shall be published on the web site of the
               Association.

4.8.
The invitation to the Plenary Session must include at least the place, date, hour and the
              agenda of the Session. Place, date and hour must be determined in such a way so that the 
              ability to participate at the Session is limited as little as possible. 

4.9.
Any member of the Association is entitled to make counterproposals to the agenda of the
              Plenary Session (or propose inclusion of new topics for discussion by delivering written texts
              of such proposals or of new agenda items to the Standing Committee at least 5 working days
              before the date of the Plenary Session. The Standing Committee shall publish it at least 3
              days prior to the Plenary Session on the web site of the Association. Otherwise vote on such
              counterproposals or on topics not included in the agenda of the Plenary Session can take
              place only if agreed by all members of the Association.

4.10.
The statutory organ of the SFDP is the Standing Committee that takes decision on all the
               matters of the Association and acts on its behalf. The Standing Committee decides on all
               matters of the Association, unless these matters are not conferred on another organ. On
               behalf of the Standing Committee acts the President of the Association.

4.11.
Members of the Standing Committee are elected and recalled by the Plenary Session. The
              term of office of the Standing Committee members is 5 years. If a Standing Committee
              member dies, resigns, is dismissed or otherwise ends his term of office the remaining
              members of the Standing Committee shall convene plenary session in order to elect a new
              member of the Standing Committee within 3 months.

4.12.
The Plenary Session has the right to withdraw a Standing Committee member especially in
               the event that such member is lawfully convicted of an intentional criminal act against the
               Association or in case of an intentional property crime, or if his behaviour or practice violates 
               good ethics or otherwise harms or dishonours the dignity of the Association in the public.

4.13.
The Standing Committee elects the President, the Vice-President and the Treasurer of the
               Association at the first session. Their function is terminated by death, by resignation or by
               termination of membership in the Standing Committee or in the SFDP.

4.14.
The Standing Committee has 3 members and meets as necessary but at least three times a
               year. The Standing Committee is able to take decisions when all its meetings are attended by
               at least 2 Standing Committee members. The Standing Committee decides by a simple
                majority vote of members present. 

4.15.
The President of the Association represents the Association externally, especially at all
               meetings and sessions of all organizations the SFDP is member of. The President acts and
               signs on behalf of the Association independently.

4.16.
Activities of the Standing Committee are supervised by at least 1 Auditor, who also audits the
               management of the SFDP and prepares a report for the Plenary Session.

 4.17       One or more Auditors are elected or called off by the Plenary Session. Term of office of an
               Auditor is 5 years. If the Auditor dies, resigns, is removed, or otherwise ends his term of
                office the Standing Committee may (and in case there is only one single Auditor shall)
                summon the Plenary Session in order to elect a new Auditor within 3 months.
  4.18.    The Plenary Session has the right to call off the Auditor only under the same conditions as
                stated in Article 4.12 of the Statutes.
5.
FINANCING OF THE SFDP

5.1.
The SFDP manages its property in accordance with generally applicable legal regulations and
               rules approved by the Plenary Session.

5.2.
The SFDP may have income from various sources, mainly from professional events, donations 
               and contributions.

5.3.
Principles of Financing are annexed to the Statutes and are approved by the Plenary Session.

5.4.
The Association is not-profitable.
6.
DISSOLUTION AND LIQUIDATION OF THE ASSOCIATIONÍ
6.1.
The SFDP may be dissolved:

               6.1.1.
by decision of the Plenary Assembly under Article 4.4.6 of the Statutes, or

               6.1.2.
by merging with another association, or 

               6.1.3.
by a legitimate decision of the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic about its
                            dissolution.

6.2.
The dissolved Association shall enter into liquidation unless stated otherwise. The liquidator
               shall be appointed by the Plenary Session or by the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic
               under Article 6.1.3 of the Statutes. The liquidator will carry out property settlement of the
               Association. .

6.3.
The liquidator shall inform the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic about the property
               settlement of the Association.
7.
FINAL AND (TEMPORARY) PROVISIONS
7.1.
The SFDP is a successor organization of the Czechoslovak National Committee to the ISPRS
               (ČSNK – ISPRS, Reg. No.2496), that was an organ of the Central Council of the Czechoslovak
               Scientific and Technical Society (ÚR ČSVTS).

7.2.
The SFDP enters into the rights and obligations of the extinct ČSVTS. This applies also to the
               property settlement of the dissolved ÚR ČSVTS.

7.3.
The SFDP is an independent legal subject, which may associate with other legal subjects or 
               enter into their union. 
REGISTRY RULES

1.
All documents resulting from the Standing Committee and SFDP activities, i. e. reports, 
              minutes, recommendations, reviews etc., shall be registered by internal numbers in a file.

2.
Documents of financial nature will be held in the financial journal of the Treasurer, who will 
               lead also other financial agenda, such as record of invoices etc.

3.          Documents relating to the financing of the SFDP are administered according the
             “Management Rules of the SFDP“.

MANAGEMENT RULES OF THE SFDP 

Management of the SFDP is governed by the following Rules. The Rules are binding for all members of the SFDP and compliance therewith is monitored by the Auditor.

Agenda of the SFDP is financed according to the budget drawn up by the Standing Committee for each calendar year. The budget enters into force upon approval by the Standing Committee. The approved budged is provided to the Auditor for his auditing activities.

All incomes are deposited at the SFDP bank account .The President and the Treasurer have right of signature for finances withdrawal from the account.

All incomes and expenditures must be supported by accounting documents. The documents are stored and registered by the Treasurer who maintains a simple and transparent financial documentation of all incomes and expenditures.

The yearly basic SFDP membership fee is set by the plenary Session. The membership fee is differentiated for:

a) Individual member – it makes 500 CZK at present, 

b) Collective member (legal person) - it makes 5 000 CZK at present,

c) Honorary member – it makes 100 CZK at present.

The SFDP members shall pay the membership fees for every calendar year by 31 March of the current year.

The funds of the SFDP are used to cover all expenses related to the SFDP agenda (postage, rents, management charges, services provided by other organizations, etc.).

Exceptional expenditures outside the approved budget exceeding 1 000 CZK are subjected for approval by the Standing Committee.

A separate budget will be prepared for professional events organized by the SFDP or in cooperation with another association or organization. The President of the SFDP or another person (the guarantee) is responsible for organizing of the event. The budget and accounts of the event are presented by the President of the SFDP or by the guarantee to the Standing Committee for approval.
